Order of Christian Funerals 
In the face of death, the Church confidently proclaims 
that God has created each person for eternal life and 
that Jesus, The Son of God, by his death and 
resurrection, has broken the chains of sin and death that 
bound humanity. 
 
At the death of a Christian, whose life of faith was begun 
in the waters of baptism and strengthened at the 
Eucharistic table, the Church intercedes on behalf of the 
deceased because of its confident belief that death is not 
the end nor does it break the bonds forged in life. The 
Church also ministers to the sorrowing and consoles 
them in the funeral rites with the comforting word of God 
and the sacrament of the Eucharist. 
 
The Church through its funeral rites commends the dead 
to God’s merciful love and pleads for the forgiveness of 
their sins. At the funeral rites, especially at the 
celebration of the Eucharistic sacrifice, the Christian 
community affirms and expresses the union of the 
Church on earth with the Church in heaven in the one 

great communion of saints. Though separated from the 
living, the dead are still at one with the community of 
believers on earth and benefit from their prayers and 
intercession.  
 
Members of the community should console the mourners 
with words of faith and support and acts of kindness, for 
example assisting them with some routine tasks of daily 
living. Such assistance may allow members of the family 
to devote time to planning the funeral rites with the priest 
and other ministers and may also give the family time for 
prayer and mutual comfort.

Saint Oengus (Aengus) 
Bishop (c. 824)  
 Oengus, a monk of Ireland’s Clonenagh Abbey, 
lived as a hermit. Daily he recited the entire Psalter (all 
one hundred fifty psalms), one portion of which he said 

in his cell, another portion beneath a tree, and the rest 
while standing in cold water. Each day he also offered 
three hundred genuflections to God. Oengus 
subsequently fled from his hermitage to escape the 
attention his sanctity had attracted. While visiting a 
church in Coolbanagher, he was amazed to see and 
hear angels singing round about the tomb of a villager. 
In answer to Oengus’ inquiries about the deceased man, 
the parish priest told him that he was unremarkable, 
except for one trait: “His customary practice was to 
recount and invoke the saints…both at his going to bed 
and his getting up.” Oengus told the priest that if this 
man’s devotion to the saints was so richly rewarded, 
surely great would be the reward if one were to compose 
a poem to praise the saints. This led Oengus to write his 
famed poetic catalogue of Irish saints, the Felire. Healso 
co-authored the Martyrology of Tallaght, Ireland’s 
earliest book of saints. Oengus became abbot and 
bishop of Cloenagh.

Saint Julianus Urius 
 Pilgrim (before 11th century)  
 In 1053, Bernard, the bishop of Padua, Italy, 
experienced a dream in which an elderly man told him of 
three forgotten tombs of saints within Padua’s Church of 
Saitn Justina, showing him where to find the graves. 
After having the clergy and laity fas for three days, 
Bernard began to excavate the spot shown in the dream. 
When three marble sacrchophagi were uncovered, they 
glowed with light and emitted a beautiful fragrance. One 
sarcophagus contained the body of an early Paduan 
bishop, Saint Maximus, and another was the tomb of a 
Paduan nun, Saint Felicitas. The third held the body of a 
man, evidently incorrupt, as well as the bones of three 
little boys. An inscription identified the adult as “Julianus, 
a most Christian man,” and told of him making several 
pilgrimages to Jerusalem, bringing back on his final 
journey the enclosed relics of three of the Holy 
Innocents, the children of Bethlehem slain by Herod. 
Numerous miracles were attributed to the intercession of 
the exhumed saints. Pope Saint Leo IX is said to have 
authorized the veration of Julianus the same year 
(1053.)
